2011 Spring Schooling Horse Show
PRIZE LIST
This schooling show will be comprised of the following 10 classes.  Each class will have a maximum of 4 riders, which will be divided into 2 groups.  The minimum number of required riders in each class is 4.  If less than 4 riders are signed up for a class that class may get cancelled from the show.
Riders will be judged on overall position with special emphasis on hands, seat and control of the horse.  First, Second, Third and Fourth place ribbons will be awarded in each division.

Mini Short Stirrup Division (arrival time 8:30am)
Open to riders aged 8 & under as of the date of the show.  Showing for the following classes will take place in the beginner, covered ring 

Entry Fee:  $15 per class  

Horse Fee:  $10 per class

1. Walk  with Lead Line (Class #1) – riders will be judges at the walk, with a handler holding onto the horse. Judging will be based on riders’ position. Riders may be asked to post at the walk, or do two-point at the walk. Riders also may be asked to perform a circle while handler stands in middle of their circle.
2. Walk/Trot (Class #2) – riders will be judged at the walk and trot. Judging will be based on riders’ position and control of the horse. Riders may be asked to do a posting trot, sitting trot, or a two- point trot. Riders also may be asked to perform a circle.  
3. Trot Pole (Class #3)– Riders will be judged at the trot, trotting over maximum of 3 caveletti poles on the ground. Judging will be based on riders’ position and control of the horse. Riders will be required to go into two- point over the trot poles. Riders will perform this task one at a time.
4. Walk/Trot/Canter (Class #4) – Riders will be judged at the walk, trot and canter. Judging will be based on riders’ position and control of the horse. Riders may be asked to do a posting trot, sitting trot, or a two- point trot. Riders will be asked to pick up the canter, one at a time, from the sitting trot in each direction. One lap required.
5. Cross Rail (Class #5) – Riders will be judged on their performance over one 18” cross rail. Judging will be based on riders’ position and control of the horse. Riders will trot in and canter out one at a time over a single cross rail, in both directions. Warm- up lesson is recommended prior to class for an additional lesson fee of $20.
Short Stirrup (arrival time TBA) - Open to riders aged 9 & up as of the date of the show.  Showing for the following classes will take place in the beginner, covered ring

Entry Fee:  $15 per class

Horse Fee:  $10 per class

6. Walk/Trot (Class #6) – riders will be judged at the walk and trot. Judging will be based on riders’ position and control of the horse. Riders may be asked to do a posting trot, sitting trot, or a two- point trot. Riders also may be asked to perform a circle.
3. Trot Pole (Class #3) – Riders will be judged at the trot, trotting over maximum of 3 caveletti poles on the ground. Judging will be based on riders’ position and control of the horse. Riders will be required to go into two- point over the trot poles. Riders will perform this task one at a time.
7. Walk/Trot/Canter (Class #7) – Riders will be judged at the walk, trot and canter. Judging will be based on riders’ position and control of the horse. Riders may be asked to do a posting trot, sitting trot, or a two- point trot. Riders will be asked to pick up the canter, one at a time, from the sitting trot in each direction. One lap required.

Cross Rail (Class #5) – Riders will be judged on their performance over one 18” cross rail. Judging will be based on riders’ position and control of the horse. Riders will trot in and canter out one at a time over a single cross rail, in both directions. Warm- up lesson is offered prior to class for an additional lesson fee.
Pre-Children’s Equitation (arrival time TBA) - Open to all riders.  Showing for the following classes will take place in the advanced, jumping ring

Entry Fee:  $15 per class

Horse Fee:  $10 per class

8. Walk/Trot/Canter (Class #8) – Riders will be judged at the walk, trot and canter. Judging will be based on riders’ position and control of the horse. Riders will walk, trot and canter together demonstrating their skill in safe riding. Riders will be asked to perform at a posting trot on the correct diagonal, two-point trot and sitting trot. Riders may also be asked to drop their stirrups and perform a sitting trot.
9. Jump Course #1 (Class #9) – Riders will be judged over a course of 7 fences maximum at the height of 2’3”, 2’6” max. Judging will be based on riders position, control of the horse and riders’ ability to make decisions approaching a fence. Riders will be asked to perform a pattern of jumps with correct striding at the canter. Riders will perform course one at a time.
10. Jump Course #2 (Class #10) - Riders will be judged over a course of 7 fences max at the height of 2’3”, 2’6” max. Judging will be based on riders ‘position, control of the horse & riders’ ability to make decisions approaching a fence. Riders will be asked to perform a pattern of jumps with correct striding at the canter. Riders will perform course one at a time.
11. Obstacle Course – fun, timed event with no judge
What to wear to the Schooling Show

· Riding pants

· Boots

· Polo Shirt or Sweater – tucked in

· Belt

· Helmet

· Gloves (not required but recommended)

· Hair should be in pig tails (not pony tail) with ribbons

Practice & Warm-up Lessons
There will be a 30min group lesson offered the day before the show as a practice for the show covering all the tasks to be judged on.  Check with trainer for appropriate time.  Pre-Show Group Lessons are $35 per lesson.
Warm-up lessons will be held for cross rail and jumping classes immediately before the start of those classes and are highly recommended and will cost $20 per group warm up lesson.

How To Complete The Entry Form

To enter the show, please complete the enclosed entry form by completing the riders name, address and class numbers.  
Class numbers are from 1 – 11 as noted above with their description (ie:  Cross Rail is Class #5). 
Riders may enter all classes they are eligible for as discussed and/or recommended by their trainer.  
Class fee is calculated by multiplying the number of classes by the class fee and the Horse fee is calculated by multiplying the number of classes by the horse fee if a GEC school horse will be used in the show, also select if you’d like to participate in the practice class and warm-up class.  Finally a number fee deposit will be collected to reserve your child’s number and will be returned upon the return of the number in good, useable condition.

Add together the class, horse, practice, warm-up and number deposit together to determine the total entry fee.  This amount is due along with the entry form on or before April 17, 2011.
Finally read the release, assumption of risk, waiver and indemnification carefully and sign and print your name and have your trainer sign as well and you are officially entered into our spring schooling show!  Good luck, we wish you all BLUE RIBBONS!
